Any player who is late for reporting will lose 1 frame and if late for 15 minutes will lose the Match and entry fee
will be forfeited.

When only colour balls remain on the table, the player will win the frame if any player required penalty points
before the stroke being played, plus over 3 potential fouls. This does not apply in the case of deciding frames in
preliminary stage and Last 64 to finals.

Player must wear properly (trousers, shirt/T-shirt and leather shoes/ sport shoes). Tournament standard dress is
required from Last 64: Long sleeve predominately plain coloured shirts buttoned at the wrist, trousers, waistcoat,
bow tie, dark leather shoes and socks must be worn.

Referee will be appointed for each match from Last 64 to Final.
each session prior to that.

Player can appeal to the Tournament Director or Chief Referee against the decision of the Referee in the match.
The Tournament Committee’s decision is the final decision, no further appeal is allowed.

Event may be postponed or cancelled depending on restrictions imposed by the Government or other special
circumstances.

Players must comply with the provisions of the “Places of Amusement Regulation”, any player who does not
comply may be disqualified or requested by the Council or billiard club to leave the venue.

Players must not consume any alcohol during the match and/or in the venue, otherwise the player may be disqualified.
The draw will be displayed / announced 10 working days after the Registration Deadline in the above-mentioned
venues and HKBSCC Website.
